takes a dedicated hard working staff which we have. It also takes a gre at many
officers in the 40+ Packs and well over 200 Pounds. There are reports to be filed,
dues paid, funds sent to Pack and Kennel. N candét think of one job
l evel to the pack 1l evel to the kennel l evel t
devotion to do the job right. Unfortunately, there are a great many officers at the
pound and pack levels that are not doing the job they signed on to do. A sampling

of the data on Officer Installation Reports shows 11 packs that are not current in

filing their report.  Pack elections should be held during the Grand Growl of the Pack,

which are normally held in conjunction with the Marine Corps League Department
convention with the installation report being filed soon thereafter. By this time ,
every pack s hould have a report on file , as should the pounds. Pound elections are
to occur within the three mont hs following the Supreme Growl. The competency in
filing pack reports is not good , and the pounds are even worse. Division Vice Chief s,
Pack Leaders, Wo rthy Dog Robbers, Sir Pound Keepers and Sir Dog Robbers , you
must follow up and get these reports filed in a timely manner.

Kennel Bylaws state that funds from passport stamping are to be sent to the Kennel

Dog Robber in January and June; however, itis r equested that the pounds and packs
send the funds to kennel as they are collected, especially as we approach the month

of June. Funds used in the donation must be deposited in the passport account no

later than 30 June. At every growl every member is to have their passport stamped

at a cost of one big bone ($1); these bones are not for the pound or pack ; they are
to be sent to kennel and are to be used for nothing other than the annual hospital

donation.

Membership dues are payable on or before 1 Septembe r for every member of the
Order. A member must have a current membership card to be admitted to a Growl

If dues remain unpaid following the Supreme Growl , the member is dropped from the
membership roster until dues and reinstatement fees are paid. As of the 1
December kennel roster , there are 1478 annual members who are in a delinquent
status. This is unacceptable ! Dog Robbers , it is your job to find out why so many
have not renewed.

We are rapidly moving towards the 72 "d Supreme Growl. Now is the tim e to file
requests for advancement and make your travel plans. Dondt forget
change in the bylaws that requires all candidates for advancement to report NO
LATER THAN 1700 MONDAY 1 AUGUST. The Idaho Dogs are working hard to
make certain you en  joy your trip to Boise.

PDD Severn to produce a memorable growl shirt and patch ; be sure to get there
early and get yours.

Re -instatement in the League and re -instatement in the
Order; if a Marine comes back to the Marine Corps League and is issued a new number t hey must wait one year to be

eligible for the membership in the Order. Prior time in the League does not count because MCL National Headquarters
i ssued a finewd membership number.
