Call your 

members and remind them it  is time to renew.  If they  donôt respond,  find  out  why  

they no longer wish to belong to the Military Order of the Devil Dogs.

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Working and Military canines have been serving our country since the Revolutionary War. Dogs served in the Civil War 

and in WWI as First Aid dogs, l ocating and carrying first aid supplies out in the field to wounded soldiers. They would 

then go and being help back.  

At the beginning of WWII, there was no formal training for military dogs in the U.S, although they were routinely a 

part of the military i n Germany, Russia and in Japan.  

Not long after the attack on Pearl Harbor, the ñDogs for Defenseò program was organized and families donated their 

dogs for service. As the need for suitable dogs became greater, the Doberman Pinscher Club of America steppe d in 

and donated Dobermans for training. The US Marine Corps found the breed to be perfect for use as scout and search 

dogs, and used them extensively in the Pacific theatre. They became known as the ñMarine Devil Dogsò 

The Canine GIôs were at first openly ridiculed by their peers, being called the ñDog Menò, but once in combat, they all 

wanted to stay wherever the dogs were. The dogsô keen sense of sight, hearing and smell provided safety. There was 

not one platoon that was ever ambushed when a dog was pre sent. In the foxholes at night, the GIs with the dogs 

could sleep, knowing that no enemy could sneak up on them Dogs alerted to Banzai attacks before they happened, 

giving our soldiers the time to prepare and defend themselves. It wasnôt long before all the soldiers wanted dogs and 

each platoon of Marines had at least one canine.  

The Devil Dogs served their country in the worst possible combat locations: Iwo Jima, Okinawa, Bougainville, and 

Guam. They suffered, bled and died in order to protect and serve. I n Viet Nam, over 10,000 soldierôs lives were saved 

because of their dogs.  

Unfortunately, these valiant servants are now the ñForgotten Heroesò. They gave their lives for their country and their 

memory has been all but erased. On the island of Guam there st ands a bronze memorial to the War Dogs who died 

during combat in WWII. Surrounding the monument are grave markers, each one for a canine soldier who was killed 

in the line of duty. Atop the monument is a statue of óKurtò, the first Doberman killed on Guam. Underneath are the 

words ñAlways Faithfulò.  That they were. And these magnificent animals continue to serve in our military today. 

Canines serving in Iraq are used mainly as explosive detection and protection dogs. Many of these dogs have saved 

the lives  of their handlers by alerting to the presence of booby traps and bombs.  

The Devil Dog  

The Marine K -9 stood and faced this God, which must always come to pass. He hoped his tags were shining, just as 

brightly as in the past.  

ñStep forward now, you Devil Dog, how shall I deal with you? Have you always stayed faithful? To your Handler have 

you been true?ò 

The Marine dog squared his withers and barked, ñNo Lord, I guess I ainôt, because those of us who lead our humans 

based on what we scent, will end up barin g our sharp teeth and blood is always spent. But, I never took a meal 

unearned, that wasnôt mine to take. Though I worked a lot of tasks and hunts when the price of war was steep, and I 

never passed a cry for help, though at times, I shook with fear. And s ometimes, Lord, forgive me, Iôve wept Dobe 

tears. And I know I donôt deserve a place among your people here, they never wanted me around, except to track and 

calm their fears. If Youôve a place for me here, Lord, it neednôt be so grand. I never expected or had too much, but if 

You donôt, Iôll understand.ò 
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There was silence all around the throne, where the Saints had often trod, as the Marine Doberman waited quietly, for 

the judgment of the Lord God.  

ñStep forward now, Marine Devil Dog. Youôve borne your burdens well. Walk peacefully on Heavenôs streets. Youôve 

done your time in HELLò

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Editorôs note:  PDD Frank Diekmann, New England Vice Chief Devil Do g, sent the information below to all Pack officers 

in his division last February.  He had sent me a copy of it as well, and I came across it again recently as I was clearing 

out old emails.  I thought it was well -written and decided to share it with all of  the members.  

Required Annual Reports  

Dues Transmittal Form:   The membership year for the dogs is from 1 September to 31 August.  This means that 

every pound should be sending out to their dogs  a request for their dues during the months of June, July and A ugust ,  

allowing all dogs to be in good standing when the new membership year starts on 1 September . 

990 Forms:   The financial year for the Military Order of the Devil Dogs  is 1 July to 30 June for all Packs, Pounds and 

Kennel.  As a subsidiary of the MCL w e must conform to their financial year, which is as noted. By the 15 th  of 

November all Packs and Pounds should have fi led their 990ôs with the IRS as this is their cutoff date.  Remember that 

this can only be done on line.  Once you have filed for the firs t time , you will find that this is a very easy , task taking 

less than 15 minutes.  Remember that when you receive the acknowledgement from the IRS that you successfully 

filed, which is within 24 hours, to forward a copy of the acknowledgement to me for the  Division records.    

If you fail to file , the IRS will drop you organization as a registered nonprofit.  A number of companies are now 

checking the IRS nonprofit listing before they are making donations, so donôt lose out because you failed to file.  You 

must have an EIN  (Employee Identification Number) to file.  

Installation forms:   Election of pound officers for the coming year should take place within 90 days of the Supreme 

Growl in accordance with the DD bylaws.  

This means the election and installation of officers needs to take place in September, October or November at the 

latest. All installation forms need to be submitted to the Kennel Dog Robber by 1 December. The installation forms for 

the Pack need to be submitted before the next Supreme Growl. I b elieve most of the Packs  in New England hold their 

Grand Growl in the April, May or June timeframe in conjunction with their Department  Conference s. 

As Needed Reports   

Death Notice :  (To be completed by Pound Dog Trainer)  An interactive Notice of Death f orm is available on the 

Kennel website:  www.moddkennel.org.  Print four copies; keep one for your records and s end remaining three copies 

to the Pack Dog  Trainer, if one exists.  If not, send one copy to the Kennel Dog Robber  and one copy to the Kennel 

Dog Trainer.  

Transfer Form :  Complete Transfer Form (available from Kennel Quartermaster) and send with Transmittal (on 

Kennel website) to Pack Dog Robber or Kennel Dog Robber if there is no Pack    

Address Changes :  Notify the Pound Dog Robber who will in tu rn notify the Pack Dog Robber.  If there is no Pack, 

the Pound Dog Robber sends the notification directly to the Kennel Dog Robber.  

Miscellaneous Notes  

Activity Report:  So that the world can note and long remember the wonderful activities of the dogs in Ne w England 

each Pack/Pound (VT & RI) are requested to send in a report noting their actives during the prior six months so they 

can be incorporated in the Mid Winter Min Growl and Supreme Growl report to Kennel. The report for mid winter is 

due by 15 Januar y and the report for the Supreme growl is due by 15 July.  

Incorporation:  To protect the officers of a Pack or Pound all organizations should be incorporated. The incorporation 

protect s the officers in the event that an organization is ever  sued for whateve r reason.  If you arenôt incorporated, 

then the officers are held personally responsible for the actions of the organization vs. the organization when you are 

incorporated.  I have found this to be a very simple process of simply filing out a form which ca n be done on line in 

NH, and probably all other states as well, and paying the incorporation fee.  In NH the fee is $50 , and then every five 

years we need to maintain our incorporatio n by re - fi ling with the state.  

Please submit your Pack/Pounds reports on time. As you can see there are only 3 required reports per 

year.

William Joseph Lynch of Dorchester, Mass, for more than two years.   Lynch was the only American left ñunaccounted 

forò from the notorious Imperial Japanese prison in Mukden, China, at the close of WWII.   MM traced a near, 300 mile 

circumference of options , thanks to the courtesy of our friends in the Peopleôs Republic of China, discovering three, 

independent e ye witnesses along the way.   With luck, we now have Lynchôs burial site down to 40 ñanomaliesò on less 

than an acre.  

On Wednesday, August 4 th , thanks to the courtesy and support of the New England 

Histor ical and Genealogical Society, MM was able to bring U SMC Lynchôs bunkmate, 91 

year old Roy Weaver  and Lynchôs nieces together in Boston, for the first time.  MMôs 

remarkably gifted genealogist Marie Daly, armed only with the first name of Lynchôs 

surviving sister ñEleanor,ò performed a national records sweep to find Lynchôs next of 

kin, now represented by niece Judy Armour.    MM Sr. Research Historian Fred 

Baldas sarre, of Hayward, California, performed the equally miraculous task of locating 

Gunny Roy Weaver .  MM hopes to identify  in late October of this year , the 

ñanomaliesò our scientists discovered last April at the Lushun, China ñsecretò 

cemetery.   One of those ñanomaliesò may well be Lynch.  Coverage of the Boston 

Press Conference and formal Presentation appeared twice this week in the Boston 

Globe (Our t hanks to the New England Historical and Genealogical Societyéever the 

consummate hosts).
