The Kennel Dog Robber shall not disburse any funds
after the close of the Supreme Growl of the Kennel except those approved by the Supreme Growl.
They shall serve as the Secretary and Treasurer of the Corporation.

2. Due to the technical requirements of the position, the Kennel Board of Trustees may, upon the
recommendation of  the Honorable Chief Devil Dog, divide the responsibilities of this position between
two members of the Order.

Devil Dog so honored shall be granted a Life Membership by the Kennel, including the waiver of Kennel, Pack and

Pound membership fees and registration fees at any Growl of any Unit of the Order. Posthumous awards will not be

authorized. Nomination, balloting and selection must be conducted in the following manner:

1. A nomination for an individual must be typewritten describing the extra ordinary services over a great
period of time the individual has performed. This must be signed by the preparer, and include their
address and telephone number.

2. The nomination must be delivered to any Past Chief Devil Dog, either by hand or via postal mail.

3. The receiving Past Chief Devil Dog will then forward the nomination to th e Secretary of the Past Chief
Devil Dog Society.
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4. The Secretary of the Society will make copies of the nomination and will then forward one copy each to all

living Past Chief Devil Dogs, accompanied by a cover letter and ballot form with a return deadline of three
(3) weeks.
5. The ballot form is filled in by each Past Chief Devil Dog. Then the ballot is returned to the Secretary of the
Society for recording of the votes. Seventy -five (75) percent approval of the Past Chief Devil Dogs
responding isr equired to continue with the process. Ballots not returned by the deadline will not count for
or against.
a. The balloting process will be considered a secret vote and any paperwork generated will be destroyed
at the completion of the final vote by the Kennel Executive Secretary.

6. Upon attaining an approval in favor, the Secretary of the Society will then forward the original nomination
along with a cover letter indicating approval by the Society to the Chief Devil Dog.

7. The Chief Devil Dog will then make copies of the Nomination and cover letter, and will forward these along
with a ballot to the Kennel Board of Trustees.

8. The Kennel Board of Trustee members complete their ballot, and return them to the Chief Devil Dog for
recording of the votes. A majority of the Kennel Board of Trustees responding is required to continue the
process. Ballots not returned by the deadline will not count for or against.

a. The balloting process will be considered a secret vote and any paperwork generated will be destroyed
at the comple tion of the final vote by the Chief Devil Dog.

9. The Chief Devil Dog will inform the Secretary of the Society the results of the balloting of the Kennel
Board of Trustees.

10. Upon attaining a majority of the Kennel Board of Trustees, the Secretary of the Societ y will surreptitiously
find out the cover size of the individual selected and or
(Gold) cover with the inscription AHonorary Chief Devil Do
11. Upon receipt of the cover, the Secretary of the Society will inform the Chief Devil Dog (who will make the

presentation) and will assist with making arrangements for delivery of the cover and title. It is preferred
that this presentation take place during a Growl, in order of preference take place during a Growl, in order
of preference 1 Supreme, Midwinter, Division, Pack.

Rationale:  the pr esentation of the title of Honorary Chief Devil Dog is a rare and most honorable event. It takes
years of valuable service for an individual to become a Chief Devil Dog. This title recognizes those rare individuals who

have performed services to the Kennel for many years but for various reasons have not risen through the ranks to

become a Chief Devil Dog. Currently, the bylaws do not take into consideration what to do with ballots that do not get

returned (there is one Past Chief who lives at a nursing home ) or the disposition of those that do. The Past Chief Devil

Dog Society would |ike to strengthen the requirements in order t
well as the first approval before the process can continue (as is the case with an Honorary P ast National Commandant

and the Past National Commandant Council), and address any loopholes the current bylaw may contain.

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Payments like the Marine Corps League does. We provide a rebate for each life payment once per year and in the
year the payment was received. The Pound and the Pack (where one exists) get a rebate of $30.00 each. This is a

one time payment. It does not carry over from year to year or involve accrued interest or investment income. Itis a
simple rebate payment of $30.00 one time per each membership purchased.
